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What the workshop involves

What to wear

A printed copy of the completed Student questionnaire with your child’s photo added.

A printed copy of the completed Arts Student identification form with your child’s photo
added.

A photocopy of your child’s most recent school report (Semester 2 2024).

A printed copy of the adjusted conditions approval email (if applicable).

A bottle of water

Snacks if you would like. No canteen facilities will be available, and students will not be able
to leave the venue during breaks.

Please note that all forms are non-returnable.

On the test day

Upon arrival to Applecross Senior High School, locate and follow the signs to the visual arts sign-in
desk and provide the required forms to the registration staff. Any serious health conditions should
be brought to the attention of the staff at this time. The workshop will run for approximately 2 hours.
After the workshop, please return to the registration desk to collect and sign out your child.
