What to wear

* A photocopy of your child’s most recent school report
* A bottle of water
 Snacks if you would like. No canteen facilities will be available, and students will not be able to leave

the venue during breaks.
Please do not bring any form of portfolio to the workshop.

Adjusted Conditions

If you have applied and been approved for Adjusted Testing Conditions, attach a printed copy of your
approval email to the Student Details Form and tick the box on the front of the form. On the day of your
workshop, let sign-in staff know that you are an Adjusted Conditions candidate and they will direct you
towards the Lead Supervisor.
